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Unit of Inquiry: Students
continued exploring and
inquiring about the challenges in
different habitats. They read
about various habitats and made
a choice of one they wanted to
research further.

Students collected data about
their chosen natural habitat and
identified the problems that are
caused due to human
interactions. While doing the
research they connected to the
Design Thinking Process. They
used the 5 Why strategy to find
out the root cause of the
problem and define the problem.
They engaged in discussions,
read different books and articles
and watched videos to develop a
better understanding. Students
shared their prototypes
individually/in pairs/in groups
and discussed the functionality
and the sustainability of the
same in solving the problem
identified.

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Transdisciplinary Math

While researching about various
habitats students continued to
collect, organize and represent
the data collected in different
ways. They revisited the
concepts learnt previously and
participated in various learning
engagements to practice the
same. Students regularly
practiced and solved mental
math problems using different
arithmetic operations to improve
their critical thinking skills.

Art: Students co-constructed
the final assessment task, tool,
and criteria. They did research
on artist -Bronwyn Bancroft's
aboriginal art style. They learnt
the techniques and style and
engaged in imaginative drawing.
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Transdisciplinary Language
Students explored different ways
they can communicate their
learning in writing such as essay,
articles and informal letters.
They explored their structure
and engaged in writing for
different purposes and on a
range of topics of their choice.
Students identified articles. They
shared their learning through
JAM sessions. They were
introduced to debate as sharing
thoughts for or against a
statement. They connected with
fact and opinion as well.
