Learning and Teaching- Month Review

Unit of Inquiry:

Transdisciplinary Theme:

Unit of Inquiry :

Students continued their 
inquiry under the theme, ‘How 
the world works’. They watched 
videos on Earth’s revolution and 
learnt that it causes seasons.  
They explored about different 
seasons summer, winter, rainy 
and spring seasons through 
stories, videos , songs and 
rhymes related. Students 
reflected on how different 
seasons affect our choice of 
food we eat, clothes we wear 
and activities we do. Natural 
cycles like water cycle, oxygen 
cycle and carbon cycle were 
introduced to them using 
videos, pictures and rhymes. 
They enjoyed singing the rhyme 
water goes and water comes 
down. Students inquired about 
the patterns of behaviour in 
different living things in day 
and night and seasons. They 
were excited to share their 
learning through their 
reflections. 
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Learning and Teaching- Month Review

Transdisciplinary Language: 
Students were introduced to 
letter- B(Breathe)  and had 
reinforcement of letters -O,E,C 
,R,Y,W with phonic sound and 
related objects. They enjoyed 
learning opposites through 
actions like up and down, sit and 
stand, fast and slow. They 
practiced letter formation 
through sand tracing, using 
chalk, crayon and play dough, 
etc. Students were introduced to 
new vocabulary like O(oxygen), C 
(cycle) using stories, videos, and 
pictures. Reinforcement of 
uppercase letters was done 
using different learning 
engagements like collage work, 
paper sticking, thumb printing 
and physical games like treasure 
hunt, identifying the letters by 
jumping on the letters. 

Drama: Students had 
opportunity to express 
themselves using props. They 
learnt using different objects as 
props for enacting a character in 
a given situation. They also 
worked on their expressions.

Transdisciplinary Math: 
Students were introduced to 
number 18, 19 and number 20. 
They practiced the formation of 
numbers and engaged in 
quantification using objects 
and flash cards. Students had a 
reinforcement of numbers from 
1 to 20 through tracing. They 
had a reinforcement of shapes 
like star, triangle, circle , 
rectangle and sphere using 
different objects and pictures. 
They could relate different 
shapes to real life objects. 
Students also revisited patterns 
by identifying and creating 
patterns using letters, shapes, 
colours and objects. 

Dance:Students learnt 
different levels of moves and 
elements of dance through 
movements, particularly, 
locomotor and non-locomotor 
steps such as jump, slide, walk, 
sway, curl, turn, pump and 
bend. They also worked on their 
expressions while engaging in 
dance.   
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Learning and Teaching- Month Review

Music: Students practiced all the 
songs learnt this term. They 
made a choice of song for their 
concluding assessment task. 
They shared the reasons for the 
choice made. Students recalled 
the lyrics of the song and sang 
the song following the tune along 
with actions that goes well with 
the lyrics to convey the meaning. 

Art: Students co-constructed 
the assessment task and criteria 
to show their learning. They 
revisited colours and shapes by 
identifying them and used them 
in creating their artwork. 

PE:Students learned catching 

skill through different physical 

activities such as toss and catch, 

throw and catch and partner 

catch. They applied the skills 

which they have learned during 

the physical education sessions 

while engaging in different 

activities. Students practiced 

running in different ways such as 

running on the spot, zig-zag run, 

jumping on the spot and  from 

one spot to another, hopping 

with right leg and  balancing on 

one leg.
