Students continued to inquire
about different sources of
information and how this
information help them in
making choices. They also
discussed about three different
personas and shared their
views and reflections.

Transdisciplinary Language:
Students were introduced to
antonyms and synonyms, 4 W’'s
and singular and plural words
through various learning
engagements. They were also
introduced to punctuation
marks such as full stop,
question mark and use of
upper-case letters. They
identified the punctuation
marks while reading the ORT
books. . Students had a
reinforcement of the concepts
learnt so far through a range of
learning engagements.
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Transdisciplinary Math:
Students are introduced to the
numbers up to 100 through
various learning engagements.
They are also introduced to
greater than less than concept
through flash cards. They
practiced number formation,
identification, sequencing
numbers from big to small and
small to big, creating patterns,
etc. Students revisited the
concepts learnt so far with a
range of learning engagements
related.

Drama: Students had
opportunity to express
themselves using props. They
learnt using different objects as
props for enacting a character in
a given situation. They worked
on their expressions.

They engaged in vocal exercises
as well.
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Music: Students practiced all
the songs learnt this term. They
made a choice of song for their
concluding assessment task.
They shared the reasons for the
choice made. Students recalled
the lyrics of the song and sang
the song following the tune
along with actions that goes
well with the lyrics to convey
the meaning.

Dance: Students learnt
different levels of moves and
elements of dance through
movements, particularly,
locomotor and non-locomotor
steps such as jump, slide, walk,
sway, curl, turn, pump and
bend. They also worked on their
expressions while engaging in
dance.

PE: Students learned catching
skill through different physical
activities such as toss and catch,
throw and catch and partner
catch. They applied the skills
which they have learned during
the physical education sessions
while engaging in different
activities. Students also
practiced running in different
ways such as running on the
spot, zig-zag run, jumping on the
spot and from one spot to
another, hopping with right leg
and balancing on one leg.
